Additional Uniform Notes

The complete school uniform is to be worn for the ENTIRE school day as well on all school trips unless
specified otherwise

Pantyhose or nylons are not permitted

Redmond kilts must be worn tasteful and therefore be of an appropriate length
(No more than 3 inches or 7.5 cm. above the top of the knee)

Headwear, (hats, bandana, cap, head scarves, kerchiefs, etc) are not permitted to be worn in the building at
anytime (“exception on a per needs basis")

At all times, the school administration reserves the right to decide if clothing and/or appearance conveys a
message contrary to the philosophy of the school uniform code. Only natural hair colour is permitted,
Mohawk hair styles and/or other unnatural hair colour and body piercing is not permitted.

BLACK DRESS SHOES must be worn at all times while in the school. Students with medical foot
problems must wear BLACK orthopaedic dress shoes

Students found not wearing a complete uniform will be sent home until a full uniform can be obtained.
